NEW STENA LIN E TONN AGE FOR KIEL

Two modem RoPax ships are to replace the
ferries “Sena Sandnavica” and “StenaGema-
nica’, which have been inoperaion on the Kel-
Gothenburg route sine 19871988.

“The newferries markthe gart of acomprehen
sive modernisaton of the line”, sad Caes
Beglund, Kel-Gothenburg route director. “They
have been huilt for the future and offer greater
onboard conmfort”, headded.

Dirk Chus commented: “Kel is already an
important hub on Geman - Sandinavian
transport routes. The new Stenaline shipslend
additiona clout, particularly in the freight
sedor”. The two new ships being introduced
onto the Kid-Gdhenburg route ae the cumrent
“Stena Hdlandica’ and “Stena Britannica’.

They will change their names to those o their
predecesrs.

Both ships are 240 m long, havealoading capac
ity of wel over 4,000 lane metres and will be
capale after conversion of carrying 1,300
passergers. They will then bethe longest RoRix
ferries in the ertire Baltic.

The Pat of Kid is to be the site next year of a
spectacular ship raming. AIDA Cuises has
chosen the Shleswig-Holstein state caital as
the location for the naming of its next 'Sphinx'-
Class newbuilding. The newbuilding will be
named “AIDA®I” during a erenony at the Kel
Ostseelai Terminal on April 9th 2011 The city’s
Lord Mayor Torsten Albig said ,this ship raming
will confirm that we in Kiel, Germany’s Number
Onecruiseshipping pat, are on the ight track.”

“AIDAsd” will be the fourth AIDA Cruses
'Sphinx'-Qass rewhuilding to show its cdours
on the Kid fiord.

“AIDAsd” will however be the first ship in the
seiies to be naned in Kel. “We ae looking
forward to agrea event”, said DirkClaus.“l am
convineed that the naming celebraion will be a
magnet for the public in the sate capital”.

ThePat of Kid got off to a good cargo handling
start in 2010. Owerall, 5 % nore cago was
handled in January ard February than in the
sane period of 2009.

A major contributor to thiswasthe Kel-Kaipeda
ferry service, operaed by DFDSLisco using the

RoRwx ships “LiscoMaxima” and “LiscoGloria”.
