IMO REGULATION
THREATENS
BALTIC SHIPPING

TheBdti c is me of thoseshippingregions which
already haveto bear me of the most stringent
environmental control burdens in the world. On
the first of July, the pemissible sulphur catent
of fuels used in ships sdling the Baltic was
dramatically reduced to 10 %,although 3.5% $
still allowed dsewhee inthe world. Canmented
Dirk Claus: “as areault of this wling, shipping in
the Batic is m&ing an exemplary contribution
to environmental protection”. However, were
IMO demands for an even further redudion in
permissble sulphur catent to 0.1 % from 2015
to be implemented, then the advarntagesfor the
environment would be rvesed by rising
transpott costs. “It canrot be the will of the
politicians that transport move from ecologi-
cally advantageous sa poutes to the roads”,said
Claus.

The Pat of Kid hastherefore joined forceswith

the Geman shipowners’asociation, the ascia-
tion of German <sapat operators and the
genrerd asciation of ports in the federl state

of ScHeswig-Holstein,to seekregulations which
are ecowomically viable and ye still make
ecological sense.

By the gart of September, the repected
Institu te of Shipping Economics and Logistics
(ISL)will present a gudy analysing the negative
ecologicd and ecanomic consequenes of the
new IMO reguhtions

handling roseby 127 %.The drongeg growth
wasreported by the Kel-Kaipedaliner shipping
sewice based in the Gstuferhafen. Up to mid
year the “LISCOMaima” and “LISCO Glaria”
reported they had moved a milion tonsof calgo
to and from the Baltic area.
